During the Championships, start numbers will not longer be used in Table Tennis.
Consequently, all players MUST be identified by their name and country printed on the back
of each shirt used during the competitions. Each player must also have at minimum two sets
of shirts of different colours but NEVER white as the balls will be white.

By attached, is an example as of how to print the names and country abbreviation.

Please see the wording of the rule below and
the sample of the shirts.

"Clothing and equipment worn or used by table tennis players and other participants in the
Championships must comply with ITTF Rules.
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Minimum 3.8cm  Minimum 3.8cm

Each player must have with him/her at least two sets of shirts in different colors. The name of the
player (first letter(s) of given names + complete family name) and the three letters code of his/her NF
must be printed on the back of each shirt, included in the upper 1/3 of the shirt’s height.
