DOPING CONTROL PROGRAM INFORMATION

 
The ITTF and Organizing Committee will conduct doping control in accordance with the International Table Tennis Federation (ITTF) Anti-Doping Rules and the Doping Control Agreement. 
 

All athletes and team members, as members of an ITTF national association or National Paralympic Committee (NPC) participating in an ITTF event, are obliged to adhere to the anti-doping rules of the ITTF.  All NPCs and the ITTF have accepted the World Anti-Doping Code.  In addition, all must comply with doping control procedures, both in and out of competition, and the management of anti-doping rule violations as outlined by the ITTF Anti-Doping Rules. 
 

It is the responsibility of each athlete and team member to comply with the anti-doping rules of the ITTF.  In addition, it is also the responsibility of each athlete to submit to in-competition and out-of-competition doping controls conducted by the ITTF or applicable Anti-Doping Organization which may be conducted at any time with no advance notice.  Athletes are also responsible for ensuring that they have permission through the Therapeutic Use Exemption Management to use any substance that is considered prohibited under the current World Anti-Doping Code Prohibited List.  All athletes intending to participate in the World Championships, not just those in the registered testing pool, are required to submit an application for a TUE to the ITTF as soon as possible and no later than 1 October 2010 as well as to bring the TUE form with them to the World Championships.  The TUE application process will also operate during the World Championships in cases of emergency.
 

Pursuant to the ITTF Anti-Doping Rules Article 5.7, the management of Adverse Analytical Findings is the responsibility of the ITTF, and in accord with Article 5.14.4, the ITTF may publicly disclose the identity of those athletes who have been deemed to have committed Anti-Doping Rule Violation.
